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HAMPSTEAD’S MEETINGHOUSE PARK SUMMER MUSIC SERIES 
-- OUR FIRST DOO-WOP NIGHT!!
Hampstead, NH, -- 16 July 2009 ​– The Meetinghouse Park Summer Music series holds its first  Doo-Wop Night on Saturday evening, August 15th, 2009 starting at 6PM. Get out those saddle shoes and hop into the ’57 Chevy for a night of throwback music!!

We're starting out with the music of our old friends, the Reminisants. One of the area’s best Oldies act, the Reminisants' repertoire features dance music that appeals to a variety of musical tastes across several generations. Formed in 1973, the band is proud of their reputation as one of the Boston area’s most enduring and consistent stage acts, averaging over 120 performances a year. 

But then, hold onto your hats - oldies lovers, as we bring on 1996 Rock ‘n Roll Hall of Famer Shirley Alston Reeves, original lead singer of the Shirelles (yep- you remember them - Soldier Boy, Will You Still Love Me Tomorrow, Dedicated To The One I Love, Mama Said).  

Bridging doo wop and uptown New York pop-soul, Shirly projected a beguiling mixture of tenderness and innocence that was grounded in R&B as much as pop/rock. The Shirelles soon became known throughout the world when they placed six singles in the Top Ten, and their songs have become classics and have since been covered by many artists, from the Mamas and the Papas to the Beatles. The Shirelles, you may remember! Legendary lady Shirley Alston Reeves, you will never forget!

But the night is just getting started as we finish up with Jay Siegel and the Tokens (The Lion Sleeps Tonight) with special guest Jay Trainor of Jay and the Americans fame.  The Tokens style and sound is elegantly defined by Jay Siegel, whose tenor lead and trademark falsetto have characterized all The Tokens' music since the group began recording, and continue to do so today as they perform around the country.

After having their music break onto the pop charts for the first time in 1961, The Tokens are back on the charts! Thirty-three years after the debut of their first big hit "Tonight I Fell In Love", the Tokens reemerged on the Billboard Hot 100 Singles Chart in August of 1994, following the re-release of their chart-topping single, "The Lion Sleeps Tonight". With that reentry comes the distinction of having the second-longest chart span in the rock era. Jay Siegel and The Tokens are truly one of the pop music scene's most versatile, talented and enduring groups!

Meetinghouse Park, located adjacent to the historic Town Meeting House at the corner of Emerson Avenue and Main Street in Hampstead, NH, is the site of a series of free musical concerts during the summer of 2009. The program is sponsored by the Hampstead Cable TV Advisory Board and is open to the public. Admission and parking are free, and all are invited. Lawn chairs or blankets and appropriate clothing are recommended. Concerts are rain or shine.
